Top facilities

We are one of the best-equipped psychology departments in the country.
We have our own on-site magnetic resonance imaging (MRI) scanner,
instruments for recording electrical changes in the brain (EEG) and
apparatus to stimulate brain areas (TMS). We also have technology for
eye tracking, virtual reality environments, a sleep lab and a baby lab for
studying the development of young infants.

Supportive learning

Every student has a personal tutor who can provide academic advice
and pastoral support throughout your entire degree. We are proud of
our track record of high scores in the annual National Student Survey
reflecting our friendly and supportive learning environment and the
accessibility of staff.
